Two youths
killed, 5 injured
in road accident

Jalgaon, Feb 6 (UNI)
Two youths died and five
others were seriously
injured in a road accident
on the Pachora-Jalgaon
highway near Baldiphata
on Friday. One of the injured
was reported to be in a
critical condition and has
been shifted to Jalgaon for
advanced treatment.

According topolice, the
driver of a speeding car lost
control of the vehicle,
which hit a roadside hotel
wall and overturned. All the
occupants were returning
to Pimprala in Jalgaon after
attending a ceremony at
Nachankheda in Pachora
taluka.

Police identified the
dead as Shring Suresh Patil
and Prasann Ravindra
Namje. As the car doors got
jammed due to the severe
impact, ambulance staff had
to cut open the vehicle's
metal sheet to retrieve the
bodies.

Rohit Sonar, 23,
sustained serious injuries
and was referred to Jalgaon
for further treatment. The
other injured include Nikhil
Kachhwa, 25, Aniket Koli,
22, and Nilesh Wagh, 23. All
of them are residents of
Pimprala inJalgaon. Theyare
currently undergoing
treatment at a private hospital
in Pachora.All the injured
were initially admitted to
Vighnaharta Multispeciality
Hospital in Pachora.

Examination Council has
officially announced the
results of the DLED
December 2025
examinations.

The examinations were
conducted between 09
December 2025 and 17
December 2025, and the
results have been made
available on the council’s
official website. According
to the council, the overall
pass percentage in the
examination stands at 74.22

per cent.In the second-year
DLED examination, a total
of 3,600 students from
different mediums had
registered, out of which
3,568 students actually
appeared for the
examination.

As per the declared
results, 2,672 students
have successfully passed
the second-year
examination.

Medium-wise
performance data shows
that students from the Hindi
medium recorded the

highest success rate at
89.19 per cent.

The pass percentage
for Urdu medium students
stood at 80.07 per cent,
while English medium
students achieved a pass
rate of 73.87 per cent.
Marathi medium students
recorded a success rate of
72.83 per cent.

Council has clarified that
original mark sheets of
successful candidates will
be distributed through the
respective teacher

education institutions
within the stipulated time.
Students who wish to

Imtiaz Jaleel’s remark adds
political spin to Naseeruddin Shah
airport incident, Social media
comment draws mixed reactions

Mumbai, Feb 6 (UNI) A
political spin has been
added to the ongoing
controversy involving
veteran actor Naseeruddin
Shah after AIMIM leader
Imtiaz Jaleel posted a sharp
comment on social media
platform X on Friday.

Referring to the widely
circulated video of an
airport confrontation
between Shah and a
journalist, Jaleel remarked
that the actor had “lost a
great opportunity to give a
tight slap” to the reporter,

claiming that such
journalists understand only
that language.

The comment quickly
drew strong reactions
online. While several users
criticised the statement for
endorsing aggression
against journalists, others
supported the sentiment,
alleging repeated media
harassment of public
figures. Jaleel’s post has
further fuelled debate
around an incident that
initially involved a
celebrity-media interaction
but has since expanded
into a broader

conversation.The
sequence of events began
earlier this week with an
opinion piece written by
Naseeruddin Shah. In the
article, the actor claimed
that he was disinvited at the
last moment from Mumbai
University’s Jashn E Urdu
event. Shah suggested that
political pressure may have
influenced the decision,
although the organisers did
not issue any official
clarification. The article
evoked wide attention
across social and
mainsfream media, placing
the actor at the centre of
cultural and political
discourse.

Soon after the article
gained traction, Shah was
seen at Hyderabad airport
along with his wife Ratna
Pathak Shah and another
companion. A reporter
approached him and
questioned him about the
opinion piece. Shah initially
declined to comment and
requested that the matter
not be pursued. However,
as seen in the viral video,
the journalist wielding a
microphone continued

asking questions and
followed the actor towards
his vehicle.The situation
escalated when a visibly
irritated Shah raised his
voice and pushed the
microphone away. In the
video, he is heard saying
that he did not wish to
speak on the issue and
accused the reporter of
harassing him despite
repeated refusals. When
questioned about pushing
the microphone, Shah
responded that it was being
thrust close to his face.

As the exchange
intensified, a woman
accompanying Shah
questioned the journalist’s
refusal to accept a clear
denial. Ratna Pathak Shah
also intervened, urging the
actor to disengage. The
couple then proceeded to
their car and left the airport.
The video has since
circulated widely, attracting
mixed comments Following
Imtiaz Jaleel 's comment, the
episode has now sparked a
larger debate on media
ethics, celebrity privacy
and acceptable public
behaviour.

Sub-adult tiger
found dead

Chandrapur, Feb 6
(UNI) A sub-adult tiger
was discovered dead on
Friday in the buffer zone
of Maharashtra’s Tadoba
Andhari Tiger Reserve
(TATR), according to a
press release.

The carcass was
located in the Shivni
forest range, prompting an
immediate response from
forest officials.

On inspection,
authorities noted injuries
around the tiger’s neck
and evidence that its
hindquarters had been
partially eaten, making it
difficult to identify the sex
of the animal.

Preliminary
investigations suggest
that the tiger may have
died during a territorial
dispute with another big
cat, officials said.

A post-mortem
examination was
conducted and the
carcass was cremated in
accordance with
established protocols.

Samples were collected
for further testing to
determine the precise
cause of death.

BJP sweeps Mayor, Deputy Mayor
posts in Nagpur civic body

Nagpur, Feb 6 (UNI)
The Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) today consolidated
its hold over the Nagpur
Municipal Corporation
(NMC) with Nita Thakre
being elected as the Mayor
of Nagpur, making her the
eighth woman to hold the
post.Thakre won the
mayoral election by 104
votes, defeating Congress
candidate Snehal Thakre
during a special general
body meeting of
corporators.

In a parallel contest,
Leela Hathibed, also from

the BJP, was elected as the
Deputy Mayor, securing
the same margin of 104
votes.The elections were
conducted through a secret
ballot process amid tight
security arrangements at
the civic body
headquarters.

With a clear majority in
the NMC, the BJP’s victory
in both top civic posts was
largely expected, though
the party’s strategy to field
women candidates for the
mayoral and deputy
mayoral positions drew
attention.After assuming

office, Mayor Nita Thakre
said her priority would be
improving civic amenities,
strengthening
infrastructure and ensuring
efficient delivery of public
services.

Deputy Mayor Leela
Hathibed emphasized
transparency and citizen-
cenfric governance.

The election of two
women leaders to the top
posts marks a notable
moment in Nagpur’s civic
administration and sets the
tone for the new term of the
municipal corporation.

Forest Department arrests man
with crocodile, turtle in Juhu

Mumbai, Feb 6 (UNI)
The Maharashtra Forest
Department, with
assistance from Mumbai
Police, arrested a suspect
with a live crocodile and a
spotted turtle from a
house in the Juhu area
of Mumbai. The
accused, Imran Ismail
Shaikh, is being
questioned by the
police under provisions
of the Wildlife
(Protection) Act.

A senior official of
the Thane Forest
Department said on

Friday that Crime
Branch Unit 9 had
received information
about illegal possession
of a crocodile and a
turtle at a house located
in Morgai Shankar
Chawl in Juhu.

The Crime Branch
shared the information
with the Thane Forest
Department. Following
coordinated action,
teams of the Forest
Department and police
conducted a raid at the
residence and recovered
one live crocodile and one

turtle.

After the seizure,
police registered a case
against the accused under
multiple sections of the
Wildlife (Protection) Act,
1972, and 51, and placed
him under arrest.

Police and forest
officials are jointly
investigating the case to
ascertain possible links to
awider wildlife trafficking
network. The recovery of
a crocodile and a turtle
from aresidential locality
has caused alarm among
local residents.

The 70-member Latur
Municipal Corporation
currently has a numerical
majority of 43 corporators
belonging to the
Congress—Vanchit alliance.
However, with both parties
now contesting against
each other, the BJP's 22
corporators are expected to
play a decisive role in the
outcome. The elections for
the mayor and deputy
mayor posts are scheduled
to be held on February 9.

Student found
unconscious inside
women’s restroom

at Byculla

Mumbai, Feb 6 (UNI) A
college student allegedly
attempted suicide inside the
women’s restroom at
Byculla railway station in
Mumbai, police said on
Friday.She was found
unconscious inside the
washroom on Thursday
and immediately shifted to
a hospital.

According to
preliminary information, the
student had entered the
ladies’ restroom at the
station apparently to
freshen up. When she did
not come out for a long
time, women present there
became suspicious.
Despite repeated knocking
on the cubicle door and
calling out to her, there was
no response from inside.

Sensing danger, the
matter was immediately
reported to the police.
Officers rushed to the spot
and, after receiving no
response from inside,
forced open the restroom
door. On entering, they
found the girl unconscious,
with indications pointing
towards an attempted
suicide.Police promptly
arranged medical
assistance and shifted her
to St George Hospital for

emergency treatment.
Doctors there confirmed
that she is undergoing
treatment and her condition
is stable.

Preliminary police
inquiries suggest that the
student may have been
under severe mental stress,
which could have driven
her to take the extreme step.
However, officials said the
exact cause will be
established only after a
detailed investigation and
after recording the
student’s statement once
her health improves.

The incident has once
again drawn attention to the
increasing pressures faced
by students and the
growing concern over
mental health issues.

National Crime Records
Bureau data show that
student suicides rose from
8,423 in 2013 to 13,892 in
2023, marking an increase
of about 65 per cent. During
the same period, overall
suicides in the country
increased by 27 per cent,
from1.351akhin2013t01.71
lakh in 2023. Compared to
2019, when 1.39 lakh suicide
cases were reported, the
number in 2023 reflects a
rise of 23 per cent.
