BJP using religious polarisation
to hide failures: Wadettiwar

Nagpur, May 28 (UNI):
Maharashtra Congress
leader Vijay Wadettiwar on
Thursday accused the BIP-
led government of diverting
public attention from
pressing issues such as
inflation, unemployment,
and soaring fuel prices by
fuelling Hindu-Muslim

tensions and creating
emotionally  charged
controversies.

Speaking to reporters
on the row over Bakri Eid
prayers at Durgadi Fort in
Kalyan near Mumbai,
Wadettiwar alleged that the
ruling dispensation was
deliberately fostering

religious discord to conceal
its governance failures.

“Creating an
atmosphere of polarisation
and religious hatred has
become their business,”
the Congress Legislature
Party leader said.

He further alleged that
ministers responsible for
deepening divisions
between communities were
violating the constitutional
oath they had taken.

“People are struggling
with inflation and rising fuel
prices, but instead of
addressing these concerns,
the government is trying fo
suppress them by creating

tensions and provoking
public emotions,”
Wadettiwar said.

Expressing concern
over rising fuel costs, he
claimed that diesel and
petrol prices could touch
Rs 150 and Rs 170 per litre,
respectively, within the next
month and a half.

“The country is being
pushed into a crisis. The
poor and middle-class
citizens are suffering, and
this government has failed
to protect their interests,”
he alleged.

"The BJP’s politics
revolves around shifting
focus from core issues such

as escalating fuel prices
and farmers’ distress by
instigating Hindu-Muslim
tensions,” the Congress
leader further alleged.

Responding to a query
regarding reduced flight
operations amid rising
aviation fuel prices,
Wadettiwar said the
government should
honestly acknowledge fuel
shortages instead of
portraying the situation as
normal.

He further claimed that
the situation in the coming
days could resemble
conditions witnessed
during the lockdown period.

Kolhapur circuit

bench of
Bombay HC

Vishalgad Fort

Kolhapur, May 28
(UNI) : The Kolhapur circuit
bench of Bombay High
Court has consistently
permitted Qurbani (animal
sacrifice) during Bakri-Eid
and Urs celebrations at the
Hajrat Peer Malik Rehan
Mira Saheb Dargah at the
historic Vishalgad Fort in
Shahuwadi tehsil of
Kolhapur district from May
28 to June 2. The court
struck down administrative
bans on the practice, but
imposed strict conditions.

On a petition of Durga
Trust, the court directed
that the sacrifice of animals
or birds is restricted to
enclosed, private premises.

The  activity  is
mandated to take place at
Gate No. 19 which is
privately owned, to
prevent slaughtering in
open or public spaces. The
ruling extends to the
Dargah Trust as well as to
devotees participating in
the observances.

The  Archaeology
Department and district
administration previously
attempted to prohibit
animal slaughter on the
grounds that Vishalgad is a
"protected monument".

Arms, explosives
seized from Naxal
hideout near
Maharashtra-
Chhattisgarh border

Gadchiroli, May 28
(UNI) : Security forces
recovered a cache of arms,
explosives and equipment
allegedly used for
manufacturing weapons
from a densely forested
area along the Maharashtra-
Chhattisgarh border during
an anti-Naxal operation,
officials said on Thursday.

The recovery was made
on May 27 as part of the
ongoing Operation Antim
Prahar, following specific
intelligence inputs
provided by swrrendered
Naxalites, officials said.

According to a police
statement, the seized
weapons included one
INSAS rifle, two single-
shot rifles, two 12-borerifles
and 18 live cartridges.

Personnel also
recovered machinery and
materials allegedly used for
fabricating weapons,
including two lathe
machines, two motors, a
grinder machine, inverter
units, batteries, iron rods
and solar panels, the
statement said.

The operation further
led to the seizure of a large
quantity of explosive
material, including 25 kg of
Improvised Explosive
Devices (IEDs), two

claymore mines, 110
detonators, cortex wire,
more than 500 BGL cells,
seven BGL launchers and
three tube launchers.

The joint operation was
conducted by the C-60

commando unit of
Gadchiroli Police 1in
coordination with the

District Reserve Guard
(DRG) of Narayanpur
district in neighbouring
Chhattisgarh and the Bomb
Detection and Disposal
Squad (BDDS).

Officials said the arms
and weapon-
manufacturing equipment
had been concealed in a
forested zone nearly seven
kilometres from the
jurisdiction of Kakur police
station in Chhattisgarh’s
Narayanpur district.

Preliminary
investigations indicated
that the Naxalites had
stockpiled the materials to
target security personnel
operating in the border
region. Heavy machinery
and fabrication equipment
found at the site were
destroyed during the
operation. Superintendent
of Police M. Ramesh said
the action had dealt a major
setback to Naxalite
activities in the area.

Athawale urges
restraint amid

Bakrid qurbani
row in Mumbai

Mumbai, May 28 (UNI)
: In the wake of escalating

confrontations over
qurbani in parts of
Mumbai’s western

suburbs, including Mira
Road, Ghatkopar, and
Goregaon, union Minister
Ramdas Athawale on
Thursday rebuked the BJP
and right-wing groups for
their aggressive campaign
against goat sacrifice in
public places.

Athawale, president of
the Republican Party of
India (A) — an ally of the
ruling coalition at both the
Centre and in Maharashtra
— appealed to the BJP and
its affiliates to exercise
restraint and patience.

He emphasized that
animal sacrifice is an
integral part of Bakrid
observances and must be
respected. Underscoring
the need for communal
harmony, Athawale noted
that Hindus and Muslims
have coexisted peacefully
in villages across India for
generations. “Disputes and
controversies  during
religious festivals must be
avoided. Such tensions
should not arise,” he said.

Extending his greetings
on Eid-ul-Adha, the union
Minister called for peace
and unity between
communities amid
heightened sensitivities
surrounding the festival in
several states.
